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Do these regulations apply to my operation?
If your facility never sprays more than 3 gallons of sprayable material in any single day (not average) you can use the three-gallon permit-by-rule (PBR).

Requirements 

· Maintain an 18-month rolling log of material sprayed that shows the facility did not spray more than 3 gallons in any given day.  This only includes material sprayed, not material that is mixed and discarded.  This record must be kept on file at all times along with the previous 18-month rolling log.  

· Provide a notification letter to the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) indicating the three-gallon PBR is being used.  A general partner or owner/proprietor of the business must sign the notification letter.  Make a copy of the notification letter and send the original via certified mail.  The 18-month rolling log should begin when the notification letter is sent.

· Install/maintain a vertical stack that rises at least 22 feet above ground level. Do not send the notification letter until the 22-foot stack is installed.  If the stack is already installed, send the notification immediately.

· If future changes of the business require an increase in sprayable material above three gallons a day, the three-gallon PBR will no longer apply.  Contact the Iowa Air Emissions Assistance Program for additional assistance.

What are the benefits of using the three-gallon PBR?
Facilities that qualify for the three-gallon PBR are deemed in compliance with State construction permit requirements for spray operations.  

What are sprayable materials?

Sprayable materials include: paint, primer, base coat, clear coat, lacquer, hardener, glue, thinner, 

Rock Guard, rust proofing, urethane, primer/sealers, primer surfacers, reactors/converters, adhesion promoters, retarders, flex additives, accelerators, and undercoating.
