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Do these regulations apply to my operation?
If your operation generates any hazardous waste, one of three hazardous waste generator categories will apply to your facility.
General Summary
The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has established three categories of hazardous waste generators.  Inclusion in a category is determined by the amount of hazardous waste generated and/or stored at the facility.  Each category dictates different regulatory requirements.  The following chart shows the division between the categories and the restrictions on accumulation weights.

To determine your generator category, keep a facility-wide inventory of the amount of hazardous waste produced each calendar month and stored on-site at any given time.  Then use the chart below to determine which category applies to your facility.

	Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generator
	Less than 220
	Less than 2,200

	Large Quantity Generator


	More than 2,200
	More than 13,200
